hen asked to pinpoint the 
moment he knew he wanted 

to become a surgeon, he talks 
about his love of art. You see, as 

a young boy the two pursuits were inseparable. 
He spent years copying anatomical diagrams 
and taking detailed notes from his father’s 
tattered copy of “Gray’s Anatomy” (by Henry 
Gray) left behind after the divorce. “Surgery is in 
my blood”, he says, in reference to his family’s 
long and storied history in medicine that started 
with his grandparents in Brisbane, Australia. His 
grandfather, Sir Raphael Cilento, was knighted 
by Queen Elizabeth for his work in tropical 
Medicine and his grandmother was instrumental 
in bringing natural birthing to Australia. With 
a pedigree like this and a natural curiosity for 
science, it surprised his mother when he chose 
to enter the Marines as an Intelligence Officer 
after college. Although he knew his future was in 
medicine, he put it on hold to serve his country 
and broaden his horizons. It wasn’t until after the 
Gulf War that he transferred to the US Navy and 
went to medical school in New York City.

“Deep down I always knew that I would find my 
way back to medicine,” Dr. Cilento said. “I am 
incredibly passionate about what I do, and that 
fire has been burning inside of me for as long as 
I can remember. When I entered medical school, 
I had been out of that environment for so long, 
it all felt new to me, and so I gravitated towards 
the things that felt most comfortable, including 
art.” He worked with Dr Todd Olson on the head 
and neck section of the well-known anatomy text, 
“A.D.A.M. Atlas” by Williams and Wilkins and 
held several personal art shows in New York City. 
Working on this book and excelling in surgery 
rotations made his choice of careers much simpler. 
After graduating at the top of his medical school 
class, Dr. Cilento was accepted in a residency at 
the University of Washington, one of the most 
lauded programs in head and neck surgery at 
the time.

While he was in 
fellowship, he published a seminal paper on the 
open forehead lift and the publication won the 
John Orlando Roe award for the best paper of the 
year. The Navy then brought him to Portsmouth 
Naval Medical Center where he served as the 
Chief of Facial Plastic surgery.

boston & bermuda

double your pleasure!

I am constantly asked, “Where do you go on vacation?”  
I almost hate to respond because I do not want everyone 
to follow me.  However in over thirty trips to Bermuda 
I still agree with Mark Twain, “you can go to heaven if 
you want, but for me I will stay right here in Bermuda.’  
The best and most affordable way in my opinion is one I 
repeat each and every year.

A fl ight from IAH to Boston is just over three hours and 
a short cab ride to the Lenox Hotel is just the beginning 
of ten days of delight.  The Lenox is a family owned 
and operated boutique hotel in a great location.  This 
historic beauty is staffed with some of the best in Boston 
and offers a unique pantry chock full of wonderful 
items that you may have forgotten or just desire.  The 
lobby is most welcoming and the lovely well appointed 
rooms overlook the Back Bay and all it has to offer. They 
have a delightful Irish pub, Sola’s, with lobster rolls and 
other fi ne offerings.  We were so happy to dine out of 
the city with friends at Kowloon and had three of their 
lobsters all served cut up with many different fl avors 
such as scallions and ginger, spicy and so many others.  
The next day I enjoyed my favorite lobster place on 
the waterfront - Hooks and they are the suppliers to 
Kowloon.  I am happy to share that you can walk off the 
calories on the Freedom Trail and when you get tired 
I highly recommend the Old Town Trolley Tours with 
local guides sharing amazing trivia and stories of their 
beloved Boston.  Our favorite was that you can enjoy 
a cold Sam Adams at Beantown Pub across from the 
Granary Burying Ground while looking at the real cold 
Sam Adams!

The second night we enjoyed the amazing Fairmont 
Copley Plaza Hotel, the choice of Holland America Line, 
where they offer accommodations to guests sailing to 
Bermuda.  The lobby is memorable with chandeliers and 
halls reminiscent of Versailles.  The location is superb 
and a ride on the Swan Boats for only three dollars is just 
a short walk from the hotel. Do not miss the wonderful 
and very popular Oak Long Bar dining room, which 
offers sharing plates such as avocado and crab toast, 
small plates like tasty and full bodied “chowda” and one 
of the best lobster rolls in the city. Finish it off with an 

amazing chocolate dessert for a very memorable night.  
In two days I had four different lobster meals and all 
were amazing. The Fairmont Copley is featured in two 
of our books on Historic America and numerous readers 
have commented on what a fi ne hotel experience it 
offered.  

On Saturday a short cab ride to the pier allows guests 
to soon enjoy all that the Veendam has to offer.  I like 
to carry on my bag and before the boat drill am already 
unpacked and ready to have fun.  By Monday at noon 
the ship is sailing into the beautiful Bermuda waters and 
the pastel homes are a delight for the eyes.  The white 
rooftops are used to collect drinking water.  Bermuda 
has no rivers and only a few fresh water wells.  Thus the 
settlers began collecting their drinking water from the 
famous rooftops and have constructed gutters to direct 
the water and fi ll up an underground tank through a fi lter 
making water that is safe to drink.  

This was my fi rst time to witness strong rain the fi rst day 
and morning of the second and since Bermuda had been 
in a severe drought I was happy for them.  Instead of 
going to the beach the fi rst day I watched a new, fi rst run 
movie as I did each day in the theater of the ship. Then 
a relaxing day in the spa retreat reading a good book 
while enjoying the heated tile beds and overlooking 
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Front Street was part of the charm of the Veendam. I 
highly recommend the HAL wine tasting also for fun and 
a chance to make new pals.

Thus I still was able to go up the hill each day and 
catch one of the inexpensive pink and blue distinctive 
Bermuda public buses, which are full of visitors, locals, 
school children and one of the best things about 
Bermuda. Soon I was at my favorite beach to spend 
hours riding the waves and viewing the luxurious scenery 
of pastels, the blue ocean, and glorious Longtail birds 
overhead. 

Wednesday nights in Hamilton offer a closed Front 
Street to cars and soon tents, shops, food stalls and all 
types of fun enables locals and passengers to enjoy a bit 
of Bermuda.  Sometimes a special event occurs and this 
time it was a Colombian tall ship, Gloria, docked next to 
the Veendam offering tours, fun and a great way to talk 
to the crew.  Many guests to Bermuda are enamored 
with the friendliness of the locals, the happiness of the 
island, the British infl uence and beauty of Bermuda 
or they simply enjoy a Bermuda Buggy Ride.  Others 
love the many different beaches, the Royal Dockyard 
Museum, the Crystal Caves and the charm of St. 
Georges with the stocks and the Fort at St. Catherine or 
the wonderful ferries.  

One is able to buy a pass for the buses and ferries for 

one or more days as a way to spend the time seeing all 
parts of Bermuda since there are not rental cars but you 
might enjoy a scooter rental if you are good with driving 
on the other side of the road and are able to navigate 
the roundabouts. 

I love the way the Veendam is able to dock in Hamilton 
due to its smaller size than the huge ships that go to the 
dockyard.  I also am partial to the way Bermuda is not 
only easy to reach from Houston, but also allows a mini 
vacation in Boston before the cruise. Four beach days 
are very affordable on local buses while enjoying the fun, 
food and Veendam amenities, and by dinner on Saturday 
night one is home from what is a magical time in heaven!

No-Bake Cheesecake Truffl es

Pomegranate Champagne Sorbet

1. Use a box of no-bake cheesecake and follow the 
instructions to make it. Top with the cherry pie 
fi lling. Once you’ve made the cheesecake, wrap it 
in plastic wrap and place in the freezer for at least 
two hours, or overnight.

2. Use a melon baller to scoop out balls of frozen 
cheesecake. The key is to scoop a little bit of 
crust, cheesecake, and topping in each bite.

3. Melt some candy melts according to the 
package. Use a spoon to carefully dip the frozen 
cheesecake balls in the melted chocolate. If your 
bites get too warm pop them back in the freezer 
for ten minutes. They are much easier to dip if they 
are frozen.

4. Top with a drizzle of white chocolate or sprinkles. 
Chill until you’re ready to eat.

1. Heat champagne, sugar, and corn syrup in a small 
saucepan on medium/high heat. Bring to a rolling boil, 
making sure all the sugar dissolves and stirs in.

2. Remove champagne from heat and stir in pomegranate 
juice. Place in the freezer for 2 hours to chill completely 
(or place in the fridge overnight).

3. Once cold, pour the mixture into your ice cream maker 
and use according to package instructions.

4. Spoon completed sorbet into a freezer friendly container 
and freeze until ready to serve. It’s best to freeze 4-6 
hours so it fi rms up enough.

5. Serve with whipped cream and pom arils if desired.

Valentine’s Day Donuts

Easy White Chocolate Mousse

1. Preheat your oven to 325°

2. In a large bowl, sift together the dry ingredients.

3. Make a well in the middle of the dry ingredients, 
and then pour in the wet ingredients.

4. Mix until well combined.

5. Pour the batter into the cavities of your donut pan 
until ⅔ full.

6. Bake in the oven for 10 minutes, and then allow 
them to cool in the pan for another 10 minutes.

7. Pour 1 tbsp oil into your candy melts, and then 
microwave in 30 second increments, stirring in 
between, until smooth.

8. Dip each donut into the candy melts, and then 
top with sprinkles and set aside until the candy 
melts harden.

1. In a medium mixing bowl, beat the whipping 
cream at high speed until stiff peaks form. Set 
aside.

2. Gently melt the white chocolate in a small pot 
over low heat or in 30-second increments in the 
microwave at half-power, stirring frequently.

3. Using the same beaters you used to beat the 
whipping cream, beat the cream cheese and 1 
tablespoon of powdered sugar until light and 
fl uffy.

4. Beat in the white chocolate, vanilla extract and 
salt on medium speed until well combined.

5. Fold in the whipped cream. If it’s not combining 
easily, you can use the mixer to beat it in on the 
very lowest setting, just until combined. Do not 
over beat!

6. Taste the mousse and if it’s not sweet enough, 
fold in a tablespoon or two of powdered sugar 
until the mousse is sweet enough for your liking.

7. Serve immediately or refrigerate for 1-2 hours for 
a fi rmer version.

8. Refrigerate any leftovers for up to 2 days.

Café Mocha Cupcakes 

1. Line the bottom of a 8x3 inch round cake pan with 
wax paper.

2. Take halved ladyfi ngers & arrange them around the 
sides of the pan, sugar side out.

3. Cut vanilla bean in half lengthwise and scrape out the seeds. Put both the vanilla bean and the seeds in a pot with milk and 
bring to a simmer on medium-low heat.

4. Whisk the egg yolks and ¼ cup sugar in a bowl until pale. Remove the vanilla bean from the pot and slowly whisk your milk 
mixture into the bowl. Return the entire mixture into the pot, and stir until the mixture is thick enough to coat the spoon. Pour 
into a bowl.

5. Mix gelatin in with ¼ cup of water in a small, heat-proof bowl. Place dish in a pan of hot water and stir until the gelatin dissolves 
completely. Stir gelatin into the custard, and mix well.

6. Beat cream, remaining sugar, and vanilla extract until soft peaks form. Fold cream into custard mix, and also stir in about 
6 ounces of raspberries (more if you desire).

7. Place the entire bowl in fridge for three minutes. Take it out, stir it, and place it back in fridge for another three minutes. When 
it is almost set, take it out and carefully spoon the entire mixture into cake pan. Cover and refrigerate for at least three hours.

8. Open cake pan to un-mold. Place the remaining raspberries on top of custard mixture and fi nish with confectioners sugar & 
grated dark chocolate. Best served chilled.

1. Preheat oven to 350 .̊ In a large bowl combine the cocoa powder with 
the hot water and whisk until smooth. The hot water will “bloom” the 
cocoa powder and bring out its best fl avor.

2. Then add the sugar, vegetable oil, eggs and vanilla and whisk until 
smooth. Set aside.

3. In a smaller bowl, whisk together the fl our, salt and baking powder.

4. Combine the dry ingredients with the wet ingredients, slowly 
whisking until combined.

5. Line a 12-cup muffi n tin with brown muffi n papers, and fi ll each well ½ 
way full. Bake for 18-20 minutes until a toothpick comes out clean.

6. Allow to cool completely. Meanwhile, prepare the frosting.

7. In a bowl, combine the whipping cream, powdered sugar, espresso 
powder and vanilla. Whip with an electric mixer until stiff peaks form. 
Transfer to a pastry bag fi tted with a decorative tip.

8. Pipe a generous mound of frosting. Then garnish with chocolate 
shavings made with a bittersweet chocolate bar and rasp grater. Top 
with an espresso bean.

9. Refrigerate until ready to serve.

I ♥ You Fruit Tart

1. Preheat oven to 325°. Line a mini muffi n tin with baking 
cups.

2. In a large bowl, whisk together fl our, baking powder, 
baking soda and salt.

3. In a small bowl, stir together coconut sugar, banana, 
coconut oil, applesauce, milk and vanilla extract. Add 
contents of small bowl to large bowl and mix (by hand 
or with electric mixer) until smooth.

4. For chocolate cupcakes, add cocoa powder as desired 
(about ½ cup for half the batter).

5. Spoon batter into baking cups so they are about ¾ full. 
Bake for 15-18 minutes, until edges are fi rm.

6. Let cool completely before adding icing. Enjoy!

Crust:
1. Preheat oven to 350°. Combine the all-purpose fl our, whole 

wheat fl our, egg whites, agave nectar, and almond butter in 
a food processor. Pulse until a ball of dough is formed.

2. Using hands, combine all dough into one large ball.

3. Set out four 4” tart pans on a baking sheet.

4. Divide dough into four equal pieces and place into each of 
the tart pans. Carefully press the dough into the bottom of 
the pan until it’s about a ¼-inch thick. Press the dough up 
along the sides of the tart pan, being careful to ensure the 
dough is pushed into each of the scalloped edges. Dough 
should reach above the edges of the tart pan. Holding a 
knife horizontally, trim off the excess dough that reaches 
above the tart pan.

5. Bake for 12-15 minutes. Once crusts have baked, set them 
on the counter to cool for about 15 minutes.

Filling:
1. In a large bowl, combine strained Greek yogurt, Neufchâtel, 

vanilla extract, and powdered sugar. Mix with a hand 
blender until fi lling is smooth and creamy.

2. Pour fi lling into each of the cooled tart crusts and place in 
the refrigerator for about 45 minutes to allow the fi lling to 
set and become fi rm.

Fruit:
1. Cut the kiwi in half lengthwise. Place fl at-side-down on the 

cutting board for stability and cut ¼ inch half-moon slices.

2. Cut the stems off the strawberries and then cut the 
strawberries in half. Cut a triangle-shaped notch from the 
top of each strawberry half to create a heart shape.

3. Remove tarts from fridge and remove tarts from their pans 
by pushing the removable bottoms up and out of the pans.

4. Arrange kiwi slices, raspberries, and blueberries on each 
tart. Top each with a heart-shaped strawberry.

5. Refrigerate for 15-20 minutes to allow tarts to re-set.

6. Keep uneaten tarts refrigerated.

Passionfruit Cheesecake

Cheesecake:
1. Position a rack in the middle of the oven and preheat to 325°. Brush an 8-inch springform pan with a light 

coating of canola oil.

2. Puree the mango and passion fruit juice in a food processor until smooth. Add cream cheese and continue 
to process until smooth. Add sugar, yogurt, and cornstarch, pulsing to combine. Then add the eggs, lime 
zest and juice and pulse to combine. Take care not to overmix the batter. Pour batter into the prepared 
pan.

3. Bake the cheesecake until the outside of the cake is set but the center is still a little loose, about 
45 minutes. Turn the oven off and open the door to let out some heat. Close door and continue to cook 
the cheesecake in the residual heat in the oven for 20 minutes. This gentle fi nish minimizes the risk of the 
dreaded crack in your cheesecake.

4. Run a knife around the edges and cool to room temperature, about 1 hour. Cover and refrigerate for 
1 hour.

Topping:
Put about half of the passion fruit juice and all the lime juice in a medium bowl and sprinkle the gelatin over the 
surface. Don’t stir. Set aside until the gelatin “blooms”, about 1 minute. Boil the remaining passion fruit juice 
and all of the sugar in a small saucepan until the sugar dissolves. Whisk the hot juice into the gelatin mixture 
until smooth. Refrigerate until just begins to set, about 20 minutes. Stir in the fresh passion fruit pulp and seeds 
and pour over the top of the cooled cheesecake. Refrigerate for at least 8 hours or overnight.

Mango coulis:
Puree the passion fruit juice, mango, lime juice, and sugar in a food processor.

Bring cheesecake to room temperature 30 minutes before serving. Remove the springform ring. To serve, dip a 
knife in warm water, wipe dry before slicing each piece. Serve with mango coulis.

Easy Tiramisu

1. Beat yolks and sugar in stand mixer on medium 
high for 12 minutes or until white and thick.

2. Add vanilla and mascarpone, beat until just 
combined. Transfer mixture to a bowl, set aside.

3. Clean bowl and whisk. Beat egg whites until stiff.

4. Fold ⅓ of the yolk mixture into the egg whites. 
Then gradually fold the remaining yolk mixture in 
and mix until just combined.

5. Mix coffee and liquor together. Quickly dip biscuits 
in and line the bottom of a 8” square dish. 

6. Spread over half the cream, then top with another 
layer of coffee dipped biscuits.

7. Spread with remaining cream.

8. Cover and refrigerate for at least 3 hours, 
preferably overnight.

9. Dust with cocoa powder just before serving - either 
before you cut or after placing onto serving plates.

1. Preheat oven to 350° and lightly grease a 9” pie plate (it 
will be very full, so if you have something slightly bigger 
feel free to use that instead).
